Hallway 2.84m x 1.28/3.21m x 1.11m  

Entrance door from rear balcony to the welcoming hallway. Oak effect Moduleo vinyl flooring, spotlighting and space for 
furniture. Small cupboard housing electrical switchboard and PV solar panel invertor. Shelving for outdoor footwear, large 
cupboard (housing hot water tank) with shelving and space for household utility items, loft hatch access and socket points.  

 
Open Plan Lounge/Kitchen/Dining area 8.33m x 3.66m 

Inviting space for all the family with triple window views to the front with rural scenes in the distance (fitted grey venetian 
blinds). Lounge area has space for freestanding furniture, spotlighting and carpeted flooring. Two Rointe heaters, socket points 
and wall mounted TV point. Dining area has space for table and chairs with pendant light above and window view to the front. 

Kitchen is modern with matching wall and base units in gloss neutral tone finish. Space and plumbing for white goods, 
composite sink at front facing picture window with swan neck mixer tap. Integrated 4 zone electric hob, AEG oven/grill and 
extractor hood with lighting above. Plentiful wood effect worktops and tile effect wet wall splashbacks. Oak effect Moduleo

Heated 
towel rail, tile effect Moduleo vinyl flooring, extractor fan, shaver/toothbrush point and spotlighting.

Located on the edge of the village with tarmac resident parking to the rear. There are two allocated parking spaces and stone 
chipped whirligig drying area for each owner. Steps leading to the rear glazed balcony area with shared space to enjoy the 

peaceful surroundings.
